Loose Lips 
 

Exodus 23:13 
"Be careful to do everything I have said to 
you. Do not invoke the names of other gods; 
do not let them be heard on your lips. 
 
Job 6:30 
Is there any wickedness on my lips? Can 
my mouth not discern malice? 
 
Job 15:6 
Your own mouth condemns you, not mine; 
your own lips testify against you. 
 
Psalm 12:2 
Everyone lies to his neighbor; their flattering 
lips speak with deception. 
 
Psalm 12:3 
May the LORD cut off all flattering lips and 
every boastful tongue 
 
Psalm 31:18 
Let their lying lips be silenced, for with pride 
and contempt they speak arrogantly against 
the righteous.   
 
Psalm 50:16 
But to the wicked, God says: "What right 
have you to recite my laws or take my 
covenant on your lips? 
 
Psalm 59:12 
For the sins of their mouths, for the words of 
their lips, let them be caught in their pride. 
For the curses and lies they utter, 
 
Psalm 120:2 
Save me, O LORD , from lying lips and from 
deceitful tongues.  
  
Psalm 140:3 
They make their tongues as sharp as a 
serpent's; the poison of vipers is on their 
lips.  
  
Psalm 140:9 
Let the heads of those who surround me be 
covered with the trouble their lips have 
caused. 
 
 
 

Proverbs 4:24 
Put away perversity from your mouth; keep 
corrupt talk far from your lips. 
 
Proverbs 10:18 
He who conceals his hatred has lying lips, 
and whoever spreads slander is a fool. 
 
Proverbs 10:32 
The lips of the righteous know what is 
fitting, but the mouth of the wicked only what 
is perverse. 
 
Proverbs 12:19 
Truthful lips endure forever, but a lying 
tongue lasts only a moment. 
 
Proverbs 14:7 
Stay away from a foolish man, for you will 
not find knowledge on his lips. 
Proverbs 16:30 
He who winks with his eye is plotting 
perversity; he who purses his lips is bent on 
evil.  
  
Proverbs 17:4 
A wicked man listens to evil lips; a liar pays 
attention to a malicious tongue.  
  
Proverbs 17:7 
Arrogant [ Or Eloquent ] lips are unsuited to 
a fool- how much worse lying lips to a ruler!  
  
Proverbs 18:6 
A fool's lips bring him strife, and his mouth 
invites a beating.  
  
Proverbs 18:7 
A fool's mouth is his undoing, and his lips 
are a snare to his soul. 
 
Proverbs 24:2 
For their hearts plot violence, and their lips 
talk about making trouble. 
 
Proverbs 24:28 
Do not testify against your neighbor without 
cause, or use your lips to deceive.

Proverbs 26:24 
A malicious man disguises himself with his 
lips, but in his heart he harbors deceit.  
  
Proverbs 27:2 
Let another praise you, and not your own 
mouth; someone else, and not your own 
lips. 
 
Ecclesiastes 10:12 
Words from a wise man's mouth are 
gracious, but a fool is consumed by his own 
lips. 
 
Isaiah 6:5 
"Woe to me!" I cried. "I am ruined! For I am 
a man of unclean lips, and I live among a 
people of unclean lips."  
  
Isaiah 29:13 
The Lord says: "These people come near to 
me with their mouth and honor me with their 
lips, but their hearts are far from me. Their  
worship of me is made up only of rules

Isaiah 30:27 
See, the Name of the LORD comes from 
afar, with burning anger and dense clouds of 
smoke; his lips are full of wrath, and his 
tongue is a consuming fire. 
 
Isaiah 59:3

lies, and your tongue mutters wicked things.  
  
Jeremiah 7:28 
Therefore say to them, 'This is the nation 
that has not obeyed the LORD its God or 
responded to correction. Truth has perished; 
it has vanished from their lips.

“Their throats are open graves; their tongues
